Background:  


The city of Ephesus was a center of commerce and pagan religion of it's time.  It was renowned as a center of philosophy and religion.  The Temple of Diana was famous throughout the world and drew pilgrims to the city.


The church at Ephesus may have had it's roots in the Jewish pilgrims present in Jerusalem when the church was baptized in the Holy Spirit. (Acts 2:9)  Later Paul along with Aquilla and Priscilla came to Ephesus.  It was here that Apollo met Aquilla and Priscilla and "expounded unto him the way of God more perfectly." (Acts 18:24-26)  Later Paul returned and began an extensive work throughout Ephesus resulting in the destruction of many pagan practices and in a riot by those opposed to him. (Acts 19)  Later on his way to be arrested at Jerusalem, Paul stops long enough to preach to the elders of the church. (Acts 20:28)  Timothy was also dispatched by Paul to help in Ephesus. (1Tim 1:3)  Later after Paul's death it appears that Ephesus rose to a place of prominence in the Christian "way" and may have become the center of missions after Antioch. (Rev 1:11)  
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The Book:


Purpose of the Epistle:  To exhort the young church to strive for maturity in it's relationship with Jesus Christ.


Ephesians is one of the "prison epistles" written while Paul was in prison at Rome the first time.  Other books included in this group are Phillipians, Colossians, and Philemon.  The book of 1 Timothy and Titus were also written at this time but are grouped as "pastoral epistles" along with 2 Timothy.


Ephesians like all of Paul's letters is written in two major sections.  The first section, chapters 1-3, is the doctrinal section followed by 4-6 the practical section.  Paul establishes the foundation of our Christianity in the first section and then deals with the application of that truth in our life.

vs 1-2 Greeting

Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, to the saints which are at Ephesus, and to the faithful in Christ Jesus:  

Who is writing the letter?  (Paul)

What is an apostle?  Who made Paul an Apostle?  (One Sent, Jesus on the Damascus road.)

Who is Paul writing to?  (The church at Ephesus)

What is a saint?  (A sanctified one, a holy one, a believer.)

Would the letter be sent on to others? (Probably, "to the faithful.)

2  Grace [be] to you, and peace, from God our Father, and [from] the Lord Jesus Christ.

What two things did Paul wish for the Ephesians in his greeting? (Grace and Peace.)

What is grace?   

From Greek; charis {khar'-ece} It means grace,    or that which affords joy, pleasure, delight, sweetness, charm, loveliness.  Alsogood will, loving-kindness, favour.

What is peace?  

eirene {i-ray'-nay} from a primary verb eiro (to join);  translated peace 89 times, one 1, rest 1, quietness 1


vs. 3  Spiritual Blessings

Blessed [be] the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly [places] in Christ:

Paul gives a blessing, a thanks for blessings from God in heavenly places through Jesus Christ.

This is the all in all of spiritual blessings.


What then are spiritual blessings? 

(First determine what is the spirit.  The incorporeal part of man, that part which is not physical.  The soul and spirit are the same use interchangeable in scripture.  Gen 41:8, Ps 42:6, John 12:27, John 13:21, Matthew 20:28, Matthew 27:50.  Then what are spiritual blessings?  See III John  2  Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth.

How can we be blessed in heavenly places when we are on earth?  

(Paul is already teaching us that we are in Christ.  We often say that Christ is in us but fail to realize the opposite is also true.  We are in the heavenly places [in the heavenlies] in Christ  In two other places Eph. 1:20; 2:6 Paul also teaches this.)

What is important about the tense of verse 3?  

(It is past, these blessings are already ours now and forever.)

List some of the blessing which Paul says God has given us in Jesus. vs.  4-13

vs. 4  Chosen in Him

According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love:
How were we chosen in Jesus before the foundation of the  world?  

(According to His foreknowledge of  those who would accept His Son.  Our choosing by God was based upon our being in Christ.  This was foreknown by God before the world. Rom 8:29-30)

How long then have we been in Christ?

(Not only are we present in Christ in heaven now, but according to Paul we have always been present with Christ.)

Then how can we be holy and without blame if we are born in sin and are sinners?  

(We are in Christ, who is sinless.)

vs. 5  What is the purpose of God's predestination of us?  

(The adoption of sons.  We are placed as the heirs of God's blessings.)

Vs. 6-12  To the Praise of His Glory

  6  To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved.

  7  In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace;

  8  Wherein he hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence;

  9  Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself:

  10  That in the dispensation of the fulness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth; [even] in him:

  11  In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will:

  12  That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ.
What is the God's reason in "choosing and adopting us."  

(To the praise of the glory of His Grace.  How is this true?  How does my salvation bring glory to God's grace?)

What is God's purpose in Christ to be accomplished in the fullness of time?

(He will gather all things together in Christ.)

Vs 11 What also is ours in Christ?

(An inheritance)

vs 12  Who are "we who first believed"?  

(The Jewish people)

Vs 13-14 Sealed with the Holy Spirit

13  In whom ye also [trusted], after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise,

14  Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory.

vs 13  Who are "ye?"  

(The Gentiles)

vs 14  What is the earnest of our inheritance?  

( 2Co 1:22 Who hath also sealed us, and given the earnest of the Spirit in our hearts.  The Holy Spirit is the down payment of the total act of redemption, which shall be fully complete at the redemption of our body.  Does this mean that I am conscious of the Comforter?   Rom 8:16   The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God)

What is the redemption of the purchased possession?  

(The final act of redemption, our bodies resurrected and new)

Compare the three times Paul uses the term "praise of His glory."  In each case what do they refer to?   

Eph 1:6 To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved.  

Refers to our salvation and adoption. 

Eph 1:12 That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ.

Refers to the predestined salvation of the Jews.

Eph 1:14 until the redemption of the purchased possesion.  

Refers to the final redemption of our bodies.

Taken all together then what is God's ultimate purpose in saving and redeeming mankind?  

(That our salvation and life should bring praise of His glory.)

If this is God's ultimate purpose, what should be my immediate goal?

vs. 15-16  Paul's prayer for the Ephesian church.

How is Paul's prayer of thankfulness different from many of ours?  (Prayer was of praise for them.)

Do you really believe he did not cease praying?  

How can we pray without ceasing?  (Our  limited concept of prayer, our position of prayer, our posture of prayer must change.  Prayer must become an intregal, seamless part of everyday life.)

vs. 17 The purpose of Paul's prayer. 

What is the overall purpose of Paul's prayer?

(That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him:) 

Looking at Paul's purpose for prayer on behalf of the Ephesians, what would you say is one of the most important reasons for prayer?  (To meet with and spend time with God that we might know Him more and more.)


What is usually the purpose of our prayers?

vs. 18-19  The means of Paul's prayer.

How will this greater knowledge of  Jesus come about?

(Having the eyes of your heart enlightened) pephôtismenous tous ophthalmous tês kardias humôn).  

What are the eyes of your heart?  (That part of me which will be enlightened by looking to Christ.  The same part that was first touched by Him.)

What are the results of greater knowledge of Christ?

Note and underline the three "what's" in vs 18-19. These are three areas of  greater experiential knowledge in Jesus Christ.

18  The eyes of your understanding  being enlightened; that ye may know  what is the hope of his calling, and  what the riches of the glory of his  inheritance in the saints,   19  And what [is] the exceeding  greatness of his power to us-ward who  believe, according to the working of  his mighty power,

What exactly is Paul asking for in each of these request?

1.  The hope of His calling.  

What is the hope of  his calling?  (In it's most fundamental form, it is the hope of  Jesus return and of our resurrection unto eternal life.  See 1Thess 5:24, Ephesian 4:4)    

How real is this to you today?  (I hope things get better or My hope is built on nothing less than Jesus blood and righteousness)

Why is it important to have such hope?

 2.  The riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints.   

What is  God's inheritance?  Us,  "Our riches is in God, God's is in his saints." RNTWP  We are trophies of grace.
How can this be?    Remember God's purpose in saving us, to be to the praise of His glory.
3.  The exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe. Paul defines it in the next verse.
Vs 20  God's Power toward us

In what way did God demonstrate this power?

  In the resurrection, ascension and glorification of Jesus Christ

How then can we experience the exceeding greatness of His  power?  

How  can we come to see and use it on a daily basis? (All this power is keyed to our understanding and believing in Jesus Christ, not only on a salvation level but much more now after salvation in a daily walking, talking, sharing and experiencing level.)

Vs 22 Notice the importance of the church in this experience.  He is our head, we are his body
In what way is the chruch  the Lord's body?  We are the physical presence of Christ in this world, we carry out the commands of our head Jesus Christ.
Vs 23 Pauls says  "the fulnessof him that filleth all in all."

What is filled by the fulness of Christ?  The church
How should this change our outlook about church and worship service?  It is in church that the power and fulness of Jesus will be seen and experience in its greatest degree.  See Psalms 63:1-6, Psalms 73:16-17

These are not measuring sticks of our Christian lives, they are blessing which can be and should be ours as we live, grow, battle and walk in our daily life with Jesus Christ.   We will know and understand these areas of  knowledge when, as Paul prayed, the eyes of our  hearts are opened.  This is the sum total of man encompassing the intellectual but surpassing it into the realm of the soul.  A complete inward and outward  surety of what we have and who we are in Jesus Christ.

Remembering that this is a prayer of Paul's, how is it  different than most prayers which we hear and pray  ourselves?   It does not ask for more things, it asks for more of God.  What kind of difference would it make if we were  to begin to pray this way?   How can we pray this way?

B. Ephesians 2:4-6  The Present , Alive and Seated with Christ.

vs. 4  BUT GOD... most important two words in chapter.  If it had not been for the intervention of God, we would still be dead.

What is contrasted between vss 1-3 and vss 4-6?  

Our deadness, God's richness

vs 5  When did God make us alive?  

While we were still sinners.  See Romans 5:8

What does this mean?  How does it relate to "by grace are ye saved"?

Before we could have earned it or deserved it, God's grace was provided through His Son, Jesus.
vs 6  Made alive and seated with Christ.  Is this statement future or present? 

It is in the present tense we are now raised and seated (See Romans 6:3-11.)

We know this is true for God's word has stated it,  Can I know it and yet not live it?

Yes, anytime I allow my physical present in the world to overcome my spiritual present in heaven.  













C. Ephesians 2:7-10  The Future, Showing the Richness of His Mercy.

vs.  7
What are we to be in the ages to come?  

(The example of God's rich mercy.)

vs.  8   What is grace?  

(The undeserved, unmerited, unearned love, favor of God.)

Why does Paul say through faith instead of by faith?  

(Grace is the means, Faith is only the channel.  Grace is the bullet, Faith is only the trigger.)
What is the gift of God, Grace, Faith or Salvation?

Salvation.  It is the subject of the chapter and the verse.  

vs.  9  Not of works but unto good works, is this really confusing?

No.  
How total is the meaning of "not of yourselves...  not of works?" 

It is absolute.  (See Titus 3:4-5. John 6:28-29)

vs.  10  How does "His workmanship" relate to "the praise of His Glory" and " His inheritance in the saints?"

Carries the same idea of God using us to His glory.
Could you use Ephesians 2:8-10 to tell someone the Gospel?  How?  

God's gift of grace is the one miracle that each of us can experience.  The miracle of being "quickened" made alive by the touch of the Holy Spirit and sitting with Jesus even now in heaven, is much more fantastic than a mere physical healing or some other "sign miracle."    Once I understand this my entire scope of life is changed from that which I can only see with my eyes or do with my hands to those things that can only be seen with the eyes of faith and done through the power of God in me.

III  Lesson Ephesians 2:11-22   

Vs 11-13  Gentiles brought near to Christ

Who were the Gentiles according to these verses?

Those without the circumcision of the flesh.

What did this mean to the Gentiles?

They were not of the commonwealth of Israel therefore they did not have the covenant and promise of God.  They were without hope.

What changed this hopeless condition?

In Jesus Christ they were brought near, by His blood.

Vs 14-15  Jew and Gentile reconciled to each other.

Vs 14.  He is our peace. How?

He has made us one and broke down the middle wallof partition.

What was the middle wall of partition?

In the temple the wall which seperated the Jews from the Gentiles.

Vs. 15 What is the one new man made by Christ in Himself.

It is the church as opposed to the temple.  The new contains both Jew and Gentile at peace.  The old separated them at risk of death if that separation was crossed.

Vs. 16-18  Jew and Gentile Reconciled unto God.


How was this unity achieved?

Through the cross and the life of Jesus.

How were the Gentiles made aware of this?

Someone came and preached (told them the good news) to them.

What is Paul's final observation of this unity?

We all have access through the same Spirit.

Vs. 19-22  Jew and Gentile reconciled in the church.

Vs. 19 Kingdom, Family and Church of God

How does verse 19 connect this paragraph to what went before? 

Paul use the word "therefore" a conclusion based upon the preceding truth.
In verses 19-20 Paul identifies three groups we are now members of because of our salvation.

In one group we are citizens  Of what are we citizens?  

Kingdom of God

In one group we are in the household. What group is this?

Family of God

In the final group we are built on a foundation.  What group is this?

Church of God

Is the family, kingdom and church synonymous?

No.  The kingdom contains all others.  The others are in it.

Vs 20-22  Foundation and Cornerstone

What was built upon the foundation of the apostles, and Jesus Christ?  

The church, Matthew 16:18

Who is the chief cornerstone? 

Jesus Christ
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Vs 21  Framed and growing in Jesus.

According to Paul,  what is crucial to the church being fitly framed?  

It must be "in Jesus."  Then the church can be fitly framed together and grow.

How does the cornerstone shape a building?  

The cornerstone was laid true and square, everything else in the building was measured by and guided by that stone.

What is Paul saying about Jesus as our cornerstone? 

The church is measured, shaped and guided by Jesus.  The more we are in Him the better our church will be "framed" and "grow."

What is the final result of this shaping and framing?  

A holy temple unto the Lord

Define the words holy and temple?  

Holy means separated, dedicated to God.  A temple is a sacred place, a place where God's presence is.

Do I really want this?  What would change in my church if this was fully true?

Vs. 22  Each brick a habitation.

What is vs. 22 saying that is different from vs 21?  

Paul talks to the individuals that make up the body.

Is there be a connection between the whole body growing into a temple and each member? 

Yes as the church grows into a fit temple of God, I also become more fit as an habitation of God.  The opposite is also true.  As I grow more into such a temple the church of which I am a member also grows.

How important then is my church to my personal spiritual growth?  

Proportionately, as the church grows and is shaped. I as a member, "a brick" am also changed.

What is the key to my life become a vital building block in the overall structure of the church?

Being in Jesus.  

How is this actually done?  What must I do to let Jesus as the chief cornerstone shape me and  my church?

III  Lesson  The Apostle to the Gentiles prays.

A.  vs. 3:1-2  How is Paul a prisoner for the Gentiles?

He was in prison because he was accused of taking a gentile into the temple.  A charge made up because of his success with the gospel among the Gentiles.
vs. 3:3-7  What is the mystery that was revealed to Paul?

That the Gentiles would be included in the church.  This is not  revealed in the Old Testament.
vs. 3:8-14 What  was the result of this being revealed to Paul?

He worshipped and prayed to God.  He recongnized the greatness of such a gift to himself and also to the Gentiles.
B.  Second of Paul's Prayers.

vs. 16-19 A prayer that builds and grows from one blessing to another and culminates with a knowledge that can comprehend the unknowable and leads to a greater worship of God.

vs 16.  Strengthened with might through his Spirit in the inner man. Where is Paul's prayer directed? The spiritual part of us.
vs 17a.  Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith 

Compare John 15:1-8. 

Is there a difference between dwelling in us and being in us?

Yes, Christ in me is a theological fact at salvation,  But Christ abiding in me, dwelling in me is an awarness of and a surrender to a spiritual relationship.  Christ is in my life daily, fully and joyfully.
vs 17b.  You rooted and grounded in love. 

Compare this verse to Colossians 2:7  

Is this request a compliment to Christ dwelling in  us?  How?

I cannot be rooted and grounded in love outside of dwelling with Christ as Paul just prayed.

This is the first of six walks which Paul will talk about.  A "walk" is a visible lifestyle or action.  This marks the end of the doctrinal, truth section and switches to the practical, living section. How can you tell that Paul has switched from the doctrinal  portion of his letter to the practical?  

Paul exhorts the Ephesians to act in accordance with the calling they have received. 

What is their calling?  Called to be Children of God, Christians. called to unity.

How does this calling lead to lowliness, gentleness and long-suffering?

When we fully realize the glory and honor that has been given to us, to be called God's children, that should truly humble us.
In using the example of ONE what is Paul trying to convey to the Ephesians?  Unity
How literal is verse 5?  How should we accept one faith and one baptism?  What of the Baptism of the Holy  Spirit?  

There is only one baptism, by immersion in water by the local church.  Baptism of the Holy Spirit occurred once on the day of Pentecost to the church not individuals.
How is baptism a show of unity?

It is a submission to the authority of the local church, a joining of a individual to a body.

The Path of Church Unity, Maturity and Edification Eph 4:7-16
Paul points out that Christ gave various gifts to the church. These were different gifts but given for the same purpose.

What were the gifts he gave to the church?

Apostles; prophets; evangelists; pastors and teachers;

How are these gifts different from those in I Corinthians 12 or Romans 12? 

They are people who are given to the church body. They are gifts for the edification of all within that body.

Follow Paul's chain to find the final purpose of these gifts.  What was the overall purpose and what were the steps involved in coming to this purpose?  

The edification of the church by the church in love.
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First Stage: Gifts to Work to Unify

Second Stage: Maturity to Growth in Christ

Third Stage: Body Working Together to Lifting in Love


What is edification?  Why is this such an important purpose?

Translated from the Greek work oikodome {oy-kod-om-ay'} (the act of) building, building up  promoting another's growth in Christian wisdom, piety, happiness, holiness.

Husbands and Wives.

Duty of wives is submission (subjection) to the  Husband

Definition:  Submission, Subjection
A Greek military term meaning "to arrange [troop divisions] in a military fashion under the command of a leader". In non-military use, it was "a voluntary attitude of giving in, cooperating, assuming responsibility, and carrying a burden".

Illustration: Was Christ subject to the father?  Was God greater than Jesus?  Philippians 2:5  Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:  6  Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God:  7  But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men:  8  And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.

Cross References

1Pe 3:1 Likewise, ye wives, [be] in subjection to your own husbands; that, if any obey not the word, they also may without the word be won by the conversation of the wives;

2 While they behold your chaste conversation [coupled] with fear.

3 Whose adorning let it not be that outward [adorning] of plaiting the hair, and of wearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel;

4 But [let it be] the hidden man of the heart, in that which is not corruptible, [even the ornament] of a meek and quiet spirit, which is in the sight of God of great price.

5 For after this manner in the old time the holy women also, who trusted in God, adorned themselves, being in subjection unto their own husbands:

6 Even as Sara obeyed Abraham, calling him lord: whose daughters ye are, as long as ye do well, and are not afraid with any amazement.

Why should wives submit to their husbands?

In order for the marriage to work one person must make the final decisions,  God has said that person is to be the husband.

Are husbands smarter, more experienced or better trained to make these decisions?

No,  a wise husband discusses, confers and shares with his wife and even his children but he also realizes that God holds him accountable for overseeing his family.  Therefore, the final decision must be his.
How can a wife best submit to her husband?

By expressing in both word and action an attitude of submission, remembering that it is also a reflection of submission to Jesus Christ.

Duty of husbands is love (in the same example and type as Christ)

Husband are to sacrificially love their wives.

Cross References

Mt 19:5 And said, For this cause shall a man leave father and mother, and shall cleave to his wife: and they twain shall be one flesh?

Colossians 3:19  Husbands, love your wives, and be not bitter against them.

Illustration:  Was Jesus Lord of all when he died on the cross?  Why did he not assume His rightful authority and prevent this humiliation?  

He was Lord, yet he willingly died.  He did this out of agape love.  The same type of love and the same example Paul say husbands should have for their wives.

When Paul says a man loving his wife is like loving himself, how is this true, spiritually and practically?

Spiritually, by the emotional, spiritual bonding of husband and wife,  two separate people become one identity.  Therefore the husband is loving himself, he and his wife are one inwardly.

Practically, the husband who loves his wife is doing the best thing possible for himself.  He is stronger emotionally, healthier physically, sharper mentally in a loving mutually sharing relationship.  
How can a husband best love his wife?

By being willing to sacrifice his rights, his way, his time for the good of his wife.  To prove with words and actions that they are more than just two people living in the same house.  They are husband and wife they must share the same mind, heart and soul.

Fathers and children

Duty of children is obedience

Cross References

Colossians 3:20  Children, obey [your] parents in all things: for this is well pleasing unto the Lord.

Ex 20:12 Honour thy father and thy mother: that thy days may be long upon the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee.

De 27:16 Cursed [be] he that setteth light by his father or his mother. And all the people shall say, Amen.

Pr 20:20 Whoso curseth his father or his mother, his lamp shall be put out in obscure darkness.

Where does obedience stop?  at what age? at what circumstance?

In one sense obedience stops when you leave your father's house.  When you are no longer under his roof, you are no longer under his authority.  In another sense it never stops.  Our way of living and acting should be a reflection of our obedience to our father's.

The only circumstance in which obedience would be justified would be when a father by his very action or command is no longer a father.

Where does honor stop?

Honor never stops, at any age, at any circumstance.  I will alway be my parent's child.  I should always honor them.

Besides obedience how do you honor your parents? 

Honor is to show respect and obedience.  It is as much an attitude a child holds toward their parent as it is an action.

Duty of fathers is raising up in nurture and  admonition
Cross References

Colossians 3:21  Fathers, provoke not your children [to anger], lest they be discouraged.

Ge 18:19 For I know him, that he will command his children and his household after him, and they shall keep the way of the LORD, to do justice and judgment; that the LORD may bring upon Abraham that which he hath spoken of him.

He calls himself an ambassador of the gospel in his bonds, and in those bonds he purposes to be bold as he ought to.  

Vs 21 He sent this letter by Tychicus.

24  Grace [be] with all them that love our Lord Jesus Christ in sincerity. Amen.
