Once Saved Always Saved

Text: John 10:27-29

27   My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me: 28   And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. 29   My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand.


Is salvation a once for all?  Is it true that we are "once saved always saved?"  What about my sin?  What about my disbelief?  Is there really eternal security or must I keep myself from sin that I will not fall?

The Present of God. John 10:28a

28  And I give unto them eternal life;

The Promise of God. John 10:28b

...and they shall never perish, neither shall any [man] pluck them out of my hand.

Salvation is eternal by the promise of God.

The phrase "never perish"  is much stronger in the Greek.   "and in no wise shall they perish forever."  It is a double negative (ou-me) which means it's twice as impossible. 

If I deny this promise who am I calling a liar?

How can we know that we are secure eternally?
