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Eternal Security or

Once Saved Always Saved

Text: John 10:27-29

27   My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me: 28   And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. 29   My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand.


Is salvation a once for all?  Is it true that we are "once saved always saved?"  What about my sin?  What about my disbelief?  Is there really eternal security or must I keep myself from sin that I will not fall?

I. The Present of God. John 10:28a

28  And I give unto them eternal life;

A. According to this verse, who gives us eternal life? 

1. The salvation we enjoy is the free gift of God thorough his Son Jesus Christ.

B. Supporting Scripture

1. Ephesians 2:8-9. 

2. Romans 3:23 

C. Read the John 4:14.  Does the gift of God quit after we are saved? 

1. No it continues to spring up with in us eternally.

D. Read 1 Peter 1:5 and Jude 1:1.  Since God saved us who only can keep us saved?

1. Only God can keep us saved Since we have done nothing to earn this gift.  Since we have not won it we can not lose it.

E. Read Philippians 1:6  What was Paul confident of? 

1. That God would continue to work salvation in him.

F. Read Jude 1:24 and Psalms 37:24 Will God keep us from falling from grace?

1. Yes unless God’s word is not true.

II. 
The Promise of God. John 10:28b

...and they shall never perish, neither shall any [man] pluck them out of my hand.

A. Salvation is eternal by the promise of God.

1. The phrase "never perish"  is much stronger in the Greek.   "and in no wise shall they perish forever."  It is a double negative (ou-me) which means it's twice as impossible. 

2. If I deny this promise who am I calling a liar?

3. I am calling Jesus Christ the Son of God a liar.

4. How can we know that we are secure eternally?

5. By the promises of God the Father and Jesus the Son.

B. Supporting Scripture

C. Read John 5:24.  When does eternal life begin?

1. Eternal life is already a present possession, not to begin in heaven but having already began at the new birth.  Death is already behind me, a thing of the past.

2. According to the Hebrew 7:25, there is another reason why I am saved forever.  What is it? 

a) The promise of our salvation is eternal, because Christ intercession for us is also eternal.  

III. The Power of God.  John 10:29

29  My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand.

A.  Why did Jesus tell his disciples that God was greater than all ? 

1. Since God is greater than all, there is none that can take us from God. This includes Satan, any in or above this world and even ourselves, unless we would make ourselves greater than God.

B. Supporting Scripture  

1. If I can lose my salvation, if it is not forever by the power of God then what else can be lost? 

a) If I can lose my salvation then nothing is sure and everything, even the victory of Jesus on the Cross, is at risk.
